Soap and water is the best approach to this and schools
should endeavour to ensure there are enough hand
washing facilities available. The correct hand washing
routine should be followed.

Hand sanitiser ‘stations’ are an alternative and sufficient
of these should be available so that all pupils and staff
can clean their hands regularly between washings.
Ensure supervision of hand sanitiser use given risks
around ingestion.
